Treasurers Report – Brandi Mycoff – 

We have $7,309.82 in money market, $8470.76 in the checking; Total $15,780.58. 

$3800 in the money market is from the Lowes Toolbox for Education Grant, so actual total $11,980.58.  

The 2008-2009 budget up for approval lists an initial expected expense of $40,605.40, of this amount $24,254.50 will be an actual out of pocket expense. 

The 2008-2009 budget also anticipates an initial income of $28,826.76 with an actual excepted income of $23,965.96.

Expenses yet to come: $24,254.50 – carry over funds of $11,980.58 = $12,273.92 deficit Expected Income $23,965.96 - $12,273.92 expected deficit = $11,692.04 remaining.

2008-2009 Budget Motion to approve budget made by Ananda Dakin. Motion seconded by Jenny Lambe. Budget passed by a unanimous vote; our quorum was met
