Treasury Report – There is $13,434.84 in the PTA checking account and $3521.42 in the PTA savings account. Over the last month we took in $4,271.37 in income ($3000 of that in yearbook orders) . A total of $1480.90 was spent on field trips, assemblies, Shamrock Hop supplies and change for Maclary supplies. There is $15,623.57 in expected expenses with future fundraisers expected to raise $3,000. Leaving  $4,332.69 to roll over to next year. Movie Night raised $243.71 from snack pack sales that is not accounted for in the treasurers’ report as of 4/6/2009 and at this time I do not have the Display My Art deposit information.  Display My Art took in approximately $600.
